The
property is administered by
an Aboriginal Board of
Directors representing the
Darumbal, BBKY (Barada,
Barna, Kabalbara and
Yetimarla) and Jetimarala
Traditional Owner Groups.

The Board is proud to have had David & Sharon Howard managing
the property since 2004 with their diverse experience and wealth of
knowledge of the beef and rural industries. David & Sharon had
worked on various properties around Queensland before being invited
to manage Coorumburra. They have two children, Sophie & Alec,
and look forward to staying at Coorumburra for many years to come.

Coorumburra is first and foremost a profitable business enterprise,
with top priority given to efficiency and viability. A combination of
Coorumburra Brahmans and agistment cattle are run on the
property, with the agisted portion decreasing as the herd is
strengthened. The ultimate aim is to have 100% Coorumburra cattle.
At present the ratio hovers around 50:50, with an average carrying
capacity of around 2,000 head. Coorumburra has ridden the drought
years well using agistment to generate a steady income stream.

The Gladstone Pacific Nickel mining company has a 20-year leasing
agreement with the indigenous traditional owners to access the
mineral-rich hills on the property. Potential development is considered
a positive, as it is unlikely to impinge on Coorumburra’s grazing land
and will stimulate the local economy.
