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Henderson Park is a picturesque property along Hedlow Creek in 
Barmoya that is owned and managed by David & Marie Barrett along 
with their daughter and son-in-law, Annika & Ryan Anderson. 
Boasting a long and rich history since the area was first settled, 
Henderson Park is now a symbol of innovative diversification in the 
Central Queensland beef industry.

One thousand head of Brahman and crossbred cattle are run on 
approximately half of Henderson Park’s area, while the remaining 
land is leased to other graziers. In addition to operating a successful 
commercial cattle enterprise, David, Marie, Annika & Ryan have also 
created an idyllic farm-stay retreat along Hedlow Creek. They plan to 
invest further into the property’s diversification by expanding the farm-
stay venture, while maintaining the core agricultural operations of the 
property. 

 
Henderson Park is currently 
in a transitional phase as its 
business and financial focus 
shifts from commercial cattle 
to the farm-stay enterprise.  
 
The family is involved in 
various Landcare and FBA 
projects at Henderson Park 
to manage areas of the 
property at various levels of 

salinity. Salinity fencing, riparian fencing and alternative watering 
points are some methods employed with the long-term goal of 
rehabilitating areas of Henderson Park that were cleared up to a 
century ago by its first inhabitants.

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During the pleasant 45-minute drive to Henderson Park you will see 
the unique volcanic plugs that characterise the Barmoya horizon.
