This successful 8,500 acre 
commercial cattle property is 
nestled against the Fitzroy River in 
Gogango. Andrew & Meagan have 
been at the helm since 2000, and 
have been cell grazing 3,000 acres 
of Moora Plains for four years.  

 
Using a combination of cells and 
rotational grazing, Andrew hopes to 
improve the Moora Plains pasture 

and encourage the diversification of natural grasses. With 12km 
of river frontage and expansive plains, there is a wide range of 
country on the property, and each paddock is carefully observed 
for its individual characteristics while Andrew & Megan plan its 
renovation.  
 
Andrew & Meagan have three children – Jessica, Alex and Sam – 
and are heavily involved in the community. Andrew is acting as 
the President of the Leucaena Network and Meagan is the 
Secretary of the Gogango School P&C. 
 
As a result of education and training the whole Lawrie family - 
Andrew & Meagan, Lex & Janet and Peter & Simone - now 
provide an inspiring example of how to overcome the challenges 
of succession planning – an issue facing many families.
